In 
his landmark book On the Origin of Species (1859), Darwin argued that species share common ancestors 
and evolve gradually through natural selection.

Darwin compared natural 
selection to human selective breeding—such as horse breeders choosing for speed or endurance—except 
that in nature, survival itself is the selector. 
    Still, Darwin acknowledged difficulties. Some biological systems seem “irreducibly complex,” 
meaning they depend on many interworking parts. Without one, the system fails. He admitted that 
imagining the eye, with its ability to focus and filter light, forming purely through natural selection 
“seems absurd in the highest degree.” Such challenges continue to fuel debate.

Overfishing is the removal of a species of fish (i.e. fishing) from a marine environment at a rate greater 
than that the species can replenish its population naturally (i.e. the overexploitation of the fishery’s 
existing fish stock), resulting in the species becoming increasingly under populated in that area. 
Overfishing can occur in ponds, wetlands, rivers, lakes or oceans, and can result in resource depletion, 
reduced biological growth rates and low biomass levels. Sustained overfishing can lead to critical 
depensation, where the fish population is no longer able to sustain itself. Some forms of overfishing, such 
as the overfishing of sharks, has led to the upset of entire marine ecosystems. Types of overfishing 
include growth overfishing, recruitment overfishing, and ecosystem overfishing. Overfishing not only 
causes negative impacts on biodiversity and ecosystem functioning, but also reduces fish production, 
which subsequently leads to negative social and economic consequences. 
    The ability of a fishery to recover from overfishing depends on whether its overall carrying capacity 
and the variety of ecological conditions are suitable for the recovery. Dramatic changes in species 
composition can result in an ecosystem shift, where other equilibrium energy flows involve species 
compositions different from those that had been present before the depletion of the original fish stock. For 
example, once trout have been overfished, carp might exploit the change in competitive equilibria and 
take over in a way that makes it impossible for the trout to re-establish a breeding population. 
    Since the growth of global fishing enterprises after the 1950s, intensive fishing has spread from a few 
concentrated areas to encompass nearly all fisheries. The scraping of the ocean floor in bottom dragging, 
a method that involves dragging a large net along the seabed, is devastating to coral, sponges and other 
slower-growing benthic species that do not recover quickly, and that provide a habitat for commercial 
fisheries species. This destruction alters the functioning of the ecosystem and can permanently alter 
species’ composition and biodiversity. Bycatch, the collateral capture of unintended species in the course 
of fishing, is typically returned to the ocean only to die from injuries or exposure.

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Passage 3: 
Romanticism in Britain is often remembered for its paeans to nature, imagination, and the sublime; however, it 
cannot be disentangled from the philosophical currents crossing the Channel in the late eighteenth and early 
nineteenth centuries. Chief among these was German Idealism, a movement anchored in the writings of Kant, 
Fichte, Schelling, and Hegel, whose insistence on the creative role of the mind profoundly altered conceptions 
of art, selfhood, and reality. For Coleridge and Wordsworth in particular, German thought offered not merely a 
philosophy but an intellectual scaffolding upon which the Romantic imagination could ascend. 
    Samuel Taylor Coleridge, who translated and absorbed much of Schelling, declared in his Biographia 
Literaria (1817) that “the primary imagination I hold to be the living power and prime agent of all human 
perception.” [1] Coleridge, indebted to Schelling’s System of Transcendental Idealism, reformulated 
poetry as a synthesis of subject and object, where the self does not merely mirror the world but generates 
its unity. Yet Coleridge was not alone. Wordsworth, though less explicitly philosophical, embodies 
similar impulses in The Prelude, where memory and experience are transfigured through the “awful 
Power” of the mind. Such passages resonate with Fichte’s notion of the Ich (the absolute I), which posits 
self-consciousness as the ground of existence. In this light, Wordsworth’s Lake District landscapes are 
not simply recorded but inwardly reconstructed, shaped by a mind aware of its constitutive power. [2] Not 
all critics were convinced. Thomas De Quincey derided what he called the “transcendental jargon” 
imported from Germany, while Byron, in his characteristically satirical tone, mocked the metaphysical 
excesses of both German philosophy and Coleridge’s meditations upon it. [3]  
    What made the encounter so generative was its tension: Romantic poets, schooled in the empirical 
traditions of Locke and Hume, suddenly found themselves confronted with a vision of reality as an 
interpenetration of mind and world. The result was neither wholesale adoption nor outright rejection, but 
a fertile hybrid. British Romanticism became, in effect, a dialogue between empiricism and idealism, 
between sensory immediacy and philosophical abstraction. Thus, when Wordsworth walks “lonely as a 
cloud,” or when Coleridge envisions the mind’s creative labor, one hears not merely English echoes but 
the reverberations of a larger European conversation—where poetry becomes philosophy in verse, and the 
imagination, in Kant’s phrase, “a faculty for bringing the manifold into the unity of intuition.” [4]
