The first generation of factory workers resisted these changes. The factory clock symbolized lost
freedoms, as one worker complained about “obedience to the ding-dong of the bell.” Factories also
separated laborers from management, unlike artisan workshops with close personal ties. Few rose to
supervisory roles, and the dream of owning a workshop faded. Though wages were adequate, many felt a
loss of social standing.

In response, artisans and workers organized to protect their rights. Carpenters, printers, and tailors
formed unions, culminating in the National Trades” Union in 1834. The movement weakened after the
Panic of 1837, as economic depression reduced collective action. Skilled workers also struggled to unite
with less-skilled factory laborers. Despite some gains—such as the 10-hour workday and legal right to
strike in the 1850s—these victories had limited immediate effect.

Overall, workers resented industrialization, seeing factories not as opportunities but as symbols of lost
independence. Ethnic, religious, and occupational divisions prevented unity. While new markets enriched
a few, the factory system eroded wages and reduced many workers’ control over their lives.

Carbon dioxide is a chemical compound with the chemical formula CO,, made up of molecules that each
have one carbon atom covalently double bonded to two oxygen atoms. It is found in a gas state at room
temperature and at normally-encountered concentrations. As the source of carbon in the carbon cycle,
atmospheric CO, is the primary carbon source for life on Earth. In the air, carbon dioxide is transparent to
visible light but absorbs infrared radiation, acting as a greenhouse gas.

Already in the works of Byron himself, one encounters a theatrical melancholia, often expressed through
characters like Manfred (1817), who, burdened by unspeakable guilt, ascends the Alps only to find nature
incapable of granting him solace. Such figures recall the Renaissance trope of melancholia heroica but
reframed within post-Enlightenment psychology. The Romantic mind, haunted by its own excess, embodied
what Thomas Arnold in his Observations on Insanity (1835) described as “an imagination diseased by its
own abundance.” [1] Female characters, however, bore a disproportionate symbolic weight in narratives of
madness. Charlotte Bronté’s Bertha Mason in Jane Eyre (1847) represents, as Gilbert and Gubar famously
argued in The Madwoman in the Attic (1979), the repressed other of the Victorian domestic ideal, her
“madness” functioning both as pathology and allegory of colonial and gendered confinement.

Yet melancholy was not solely the province of fictional characters; it was a recognized cultural condition.
John Stuart Mill, in his Autobiography (1873), confessed that Wordsworth’s poetry rescued him from the
“melancholy of despair” into which utilitarian rationalism had driven him—a striking instance of literature
serving as therapy for a crisis of reason. [3] Meanwhile, Thomas De Quincey’s Confessions of an English
Opium-Eater (1821) traced how narcotic indulgence produced both visionary ecstasies and nightmarish
torments, an oscillation between transcendence and psychosis that blurred medical and aesthetic categories.
[4] The Victorian asylum, as Michel Foucault would later remind us in Madness and Civilization (1961),
was itself a cultural text, a site where definitions of normality and deviance were inscribed. Nineteenth-
century literature often staged its dramas of madness against this institutional backdrop, whether in Wilkie
Collins’s The Woman in White (1859) or in the spectral monologues of Browning’s dramatic lyrics.
